The Existence of Many Gods 

If we should take a million of worlds like this and number their particles, we should find that there are 

more Gods than there are particles of matter in those worlds.1 

God the Father is an Exalted Man 

“God himself was once as we are now, and is an exalted man, and sits enthroned in yonder heavens!  

That is the great secret.”2 

God the Father has a Physical Body 

“The Father has a body of flesh and bones as tangible as man's; the Son also; but the Holy Ghost has 

not a body of flesh and bones, but is a personage of Spirit. Were it not so, the Holy Ghost could not 

dwell in us.”3  

God the Father had a Beginning also God the Father has Parents 

“We were begotten by our Father in Heaven, the person of our Father in Heaven was begotten on a 

previous heavenly world by His Father; and again, He was begotten by a still more ancient Father and 

so on, from generation to generation, from one heavenly world to another still more ancient…”4 

God the Father is a Polygamist 

“We have now clearly shown that God the Father had a plurality of wives, one or more being in 

eternity, by whom He begat our spirits as well as the spirit of Jesus His First Born, and another being 

upon the earth by whom He begat the tabernacle of Jesus, as His Only Begotten in this world.”5 

God only Organized the Universe 

“That matter or element is self-existent and eternal in nature, creation being merely the organization 

and reorganization of that substance which "was not created or made, neither indeed can be." (D.& C. 

93:29.)”6 

Jesus is the Physical Son of God 

“Christ was begotten by an Immortal Father in the same way that mortal men are begotten by mortal 

fathers.”7 
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Jesus Became a God 

“Jesus became a God and reached His great state of understanding through consistent effort and 

continuous obedience to all the Gospel truths and universal laws.”8 

Jesus and Satan are Brothers 

“The appointment of Jesus to be the Savior of the world was contested by one of the other sons of God. 

He was called Lucifer, son of the morning.”9  

Jesus was a Polygamist 

“A belief in the doctrine of a plurality of wives caused the persecution of Jesus and his followers. We 

might almost think they were “Mormons.”10  

Men can Become Gods 

Lorenzo Snow is remembered for his couplet “As man now is, God once was; as God now is, man may 

be.” These words came by revelation to Lorenzo when he was a young man in Nauvoo.11 “We believe 

in the revelation given through Joseph Smith, which says there are many Gods, and that Abraham, 

Isaac, and Jacob are Gods, and that all good men in this Church shall become Gods.12

“They will have to suffer the torments of the damned until they do, and through that suffering they 

will be brought to repentance and to acknowledge Jesus Christ as their Redeemer and the Son of God. 

Every knee must bow and every tongue confess, no matter which kingdom the inhabitants of the earth 

enter.13 14

“If it had not been for Joseph Smith and the restoration, there would be no salvation. There is no 

salvation outside The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints.” (Doctrines of Salvation, vol. 2, pp. 1-

350.)15

From the day that the Priesthood was taken from the earth to the winding-up scene of all things, every 

man and woman must have the certificate of Joseph Smith, junior, as a passport to their entrance into 

the mansion where God and Christ are—I with you and you with me. I cannot go there without his 

consent. He holds the keys of that kingdom for the last dispensation.16 
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
